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I ntroduction of the Educational Program for Emirau

In response to a willingness expressed in 2004 by H.H. Sheikh Mohamed bin Zayed Al
Nahyan, Crown Prince of Abu Dhabi, the Board of Directors for the Japanese School in Abu
Dhabi commenced in 2006 a program allowing enrollment of Emirati children into the
Japanese School in Abu Dhabi.

The UAE-JAPAN Association for Youth Development and Exchange (Non-Profit Organization
registered in Japan) was established in April 2007, for providing practical support to the
Education Program for Emirati Children in the Japanese School in Abu Dhabi.

The founding members are Japanese companies that have business bases in Abu Dhabi.

We are assisting the Educational Program for Emirati Children at the Japanese School in Abu
Dhabi together with the Board of Directors for the Japanese School, the Japanese School and
the Japanese Kindergarten in Abu Dhabi.

The Education Program is supported by the Japanese Government (Ministry of Economy,
Trade and Industry) and the Abu Dhabi Department of Education and Knowledge (ADEK).

Emirati children attend their special classes before and after
their regular classes in order to acquire basic Japanese
language skills, which leads to greater communication
with Japanese children and greater eagerness to

participate in kindergarten.

There are more than 20 Emirati pupils in grades 1 through 9.

Emirati pupils study the Japanese curriculum with Japanese pupils.

We dispatch teachers from Japan to assist and appropriately guide Emirati pupils.
Depending on the subject, Emirati pupils are taken aside for separate instruction.

Emirati pupils are given a supplementary

lecture every day.

While language difficulties exist, Emirati
pupils involve themselves with Japanese
pupils and spend their time for enjoyable
school lives.
